We strongly recommend having basic mechanic’s hand tools, sockets, wrenches, vehicle jacks and stands, and other common
tools readily available. Installing an aftermarket lift kit is a detailed process, and having the right tools on hand will ensure a
smoother installation.

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TRACK BAR LENGTHS

Please refer to the table below for minimum and maximum track bar lengths for this product. These lengths are recommendations
and should only serve as limits for axle positioning and dialing in axle track. The following measurements are given as "“eye-to-
eye” lengths (center-to-center of joints).

Please note that your exact track bar length will vary by lift height. You will need to adjust the track bar based off of where the axle
sits under the vehicle. Please take care and have patience when aligning the axle track.

1. The installation may be completed with the vehicle on the ground. There is no need to remove the wheels and tires.

Remove the original track bar at both the axle and the frame. The axle-side mount is located under the spring perch. The original
bolt can be removed using a 177mm socket, however, your bolt may be different. There is a flag nut on the opposite side of the track
bar mount that will hold the nut as you remove the bolt. If the bolt is seized and you cannot get it loose, you may cut the bolt.
Upgraded hardware, as well as a new flag nut, are supplied.

2. With the front track bar completely removed, drill out the front axle track bar mount to 9/16” diameter. This will allow the
upgraded, 9/16" hardware to pass through the original mount location.

Now, on the frame-side, bring the bracket up to the original track bar mount, and feed the welded bolt through. Tighten down the

provided lock nut with a 34" socket/wrench, ensuring that the bracket's notched support sits flush against the frame. Grind and
prep the frame area for welding.

3. With the weld area prepped, you may weld the bracket onto the frame at the notched tab and the contact point of the
original track bar mount. See the photo below referencing where to weld. Weld entirely around the notched frame tab.

4, Determine the appropriate length of the new track bar based on your vehicle's ride height and your desired axle track. You
can measure the length of the original track bar as a starting point.

Adjust the end-forging by screwing it in or out. Measure the length from eye-to-eye, or center of bushing to center of bushing.
When the desired length is met, spin the jam nut down to the control arm to lock the foraging into position.

5. With the track bar adjusted to an ideal length, install the track bar with the adjuster end at the drop bracket (frame-end).
Use the supplied 9/16"-18 bolt and hardware. Use a 13/16" and 7/8" wrench. Tighten, but do not torque yet.

6. Loosely install the non-adjustable end of the track bar into the mount on the axle. Use the provided 9/16” bolt and hardware,
and a 13/16" wrench with the provided flag-nut. If you purchased the drop bracket and track bar together, you will have an extra

9/16"-18 bolt, as well as spare hardware.

7. With the vehicle on the ground, torque both track bar bolts to 110 |b-ft. Also, confirm that the alignment bolt at the original
track bar location is tight with the provided washer and hardware.

8. Tighten down the jam nut on the track bar. Use a 1-1/2" wrench or an adjustable wrench for the jam nut. Use a breaker bar
to gain additional leverage. Tighten all jam nuts down as tight as humanly possible.

Please note that not all wrenches are created with the same tolerances. If your wrenches are too loose around the jam nut,
Clayton Off Road offers tight, wrap-around wrenches for purchase. Please search for the wrenches using the SKU'’s below.

9. The installation is now complete. Please follow the post-installation checklist below before driving your vehicle.

POST-INSTALLATION CHECKLIST:

O Front track bar bolts torqued to 110 Ib-ft (frame-side and axle-side)

O Lug nuts are torqued to the manufacturer’s specification (if removed)
O Jam nuts are jammed down as tight as possible

O The drop bracket is properly aligned and welded to the frame

O The alignment bolt and nut on the drop bracket are tightened down ‘ I AY I o N

O A professional properly aligns the vehicle for adjusting your axle track
